If your dog has been aggressive towards people, please do not bring him/her to camp.

& Dogs who need “space” must wear an orange bandanna for safety. All intact male dogs are asked to wear one, too.
& No female dogs in heat. If your dog comes into heat while at camp, you will be asked to leave.

& Dogs must be in reasonably good health, free of contagious disease & fleas and must provide proof of
vaccines (or tithers ) and negative fecal sample. Forms are sent to campers for their Vet to complete.

3. Campers may choose to pay-in-full or hold a guaranteed reservation with their non-refundable,
non-transferrable $200 deposit.
